Responsible liquid waste management is an essential element to clean water and good environmental
health. Liquid wastes such as cooking oil, grease and food solids are generated by thousands of food
outlets and commercial industry’s across Australia every day. If this waste was to end up in our rivers,
waterways or on our beaches, it can cause major pollution problems.

Understanding the relationship between water usage and trade waste discharge may not just be
beneficial to the environment, it can also help save you money.

Approval to discharge Liquid Trade Waste

An approval permit to discharge Liquid Trade Waste into the wastewater system is a requirement

by local wastewater authorities. A ‘Trade Waste’ approval is a legal agreement that sets out the

terms and conditions for discharging trade waste into the wastewater system and details the

responsibilities of the waste generator/property owner.

Removal and tracking of Liquid Waste

Set out as part of the Trade Waste approval is the requirement to have the grease trap pumped
out and cleaned on a regular basis, with all waste amounts to be recorded.

The interval between each clean will be determined by the quality and quantity of waste being
generated. This service is compulsory and must be completed by a licensed commercial operator.
The liquid waste operator will empty the accumulated waste, record the amount of waste removed,
and report on the overall condition of the grease trap.

Should any functional defects be found, a report on the condition of the trap will be provided by
the liquid waste operator. A copy of this report must also be forwarded to the local wastewater
authority.

Why are grease traps necessary ?

When fat, oil and grease (F.O.G) are disposed into the drainage system they cool down and
solidify over time, this congeals and accumulates in the pipes causing blockages in the
drainage network.These blockages can prove costly to repair and in some cases can cause
flooding of premises.

What is a grease trap?

A Grease trap is a receptacle that waste water flows through before entering the drainage
system. The receptacle captures fats, oil, grease (F.O.G) by slowing flow of the water
through a series of baffles. F.O.G is 15% lighter than water and is immiscible with water
so when slowed, rises to the top and the receptacle traps it. This process ensures
approximately 95% clean discharge after sink.

Typical process of grease trap rehabilitation

1. Pump out existing accumulated liquid trade waste

2. Set up temporary by-pass system to prevent any disruption to business

3. Clean the grease trap thoroughly with grease emulsifier and blast the trap with high pressure water

4. Apply a cement based mortar to fill voids and imperfections to the concrete walls and floor of the trap

5. Finally the rehabilitation is completed by applying a highly chemical resistant epoxy coating system to

provide a permanent protective lining to the inside walls of the grease trap.
